Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the original anti roll bar bushes from
the front roll bar.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bracket.

3. Gently pry open the part A polyurethane bush
and mount over the roll bar, where the groove is
Blaced Make sure the groove feature inside the

ore of the Eolyurethane bush lines up with the
groove on the roll bar (this restricts any horizontal
movement), as shown in Figure 1.

4. Repeat step 3 for the other polyurethane bush
except this one does not have a groove and will
just simply mount over the roll bar.

5. Fit the brackets over the polyurethane bushes
and tighten the bolts to clamp down on the bush.

6. Tension all hardware to manufacturers
recommended torque settings.
