All fasteners must be tensioned to manufacturer’s torque settings.

Fitting Instructions:

1. Undo and lower the bracket which houses the transmission mount to acess the mount voids. Fig A.
2. Clean any dirt or debris from inside of the transmission mount voids.

3. Apply some of the supplied grease into the voids of the mount.

4. Fit'A’ Insert into the voids of the mount and then fit'B'insert from the other side of the mount. Fig B.

5. Refit housing bracket back onto car and tension all hardware to manufacturers recommended torque
settings.
